As my observation | watched how kids
behaved in a before and after care program
called Latchkey. | observed mostly at two
elementary schools.

The kids in these programs were 15t
through 6% grade. As | was observing | paid
special attention to students who were
disruptive or behaving badly. | watched how
the person in charge reacted to their
behavior to change this.

| think | learned overall that you deal
with each disruption differently. Or in other
words, use a different strategy for dealing
with the disruption based on the child and
their personality.

First Step

The first step to deal with
misbehavior 1s to learn about your
students. As a future teacher we will
have to learn the reason behind the
child's bad behavior first. After
learning this, a teacher should
always try to prevent any 1issues or
misbehaviors as best we can.

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Prevention

- use methods to prevent disruptive behavior

- "Tottling” - technique of creating a positive
classroom environment
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Common Causes

There are some basic common causes for bad behavior that a
teacher can look for. We also looked at four basic categories and
some causes for students to behave badly in each.

1. Physical — Puberty

- changes in neurons cause more responsive to excitatory
neurotransmitters which causes a stronger reaction to stress

2. Social — parenting styles

- some students may experience different methods of
Interacting at home that is not school appropriate.

- different types of parenting influences child's self esteem
and more (authoritative, controlling,ect)
